BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF THE PROJECT

Waterways not only outline a territory, but its history as well, sorting out landscape, natural, and architectural emergencies as well as signs of development.   They represent, with the connected land, a resource to protect and requalify under the landscape, hydraulic, and environmental profile, in an integrated square of local development, that considers even the cultural, social and economic valences for the betterment of the quality of life and of the usability of the territory. The proposal regards a study and drawing up of innovative, integrated strategies for landscape protection and development of State land connected to waterways, and for its economical management, with the drawing up of feasibility studies on European countries’ represented sites and the carrying out of a demonstrative pilot project in a site in Italy.  The cooperation within the subjects will start up a system of networking and putting in the site network, with the exchange of data and methods.

PROJECT GOALS:

1) To protect and develop the landscape on territory connected to waterways, for bettering the quality of life, promoting, to a transnational level, integrated strategies of hydraulic, environmental, and managerial requalification.

2) The drawing up of strategies for a territorial planning oriented to the utilization of the landscape, in context of development, that even considers the positive emergencies of a cultural and traditional standard and a economical management (recreational, tourist, and agricultural) of the sites. 

3) To gradually start up a system of innovative management of the territorial sites, which involves the institutional corporations and the economical categories across specific shared agreements.

4) To organize a system of networking within territories of interested sites to the landscape utilization of land connected to waterwarys, in the square of an integrated system of management, for a placement in the network of methodologies both of technical implementation and of management.  

EXPECTED IMPACTS

A) The report card of impacts will be able to be utilized for the analysis of feasibility studies, whether within the circle of the present program’s scheduled actions, or for other similar interventions, that interested corporations intend to schedule. 

B) The model of integrated strategies will find priority application in the individualized study sites with the drawing up of feasibility studies and, therefore, in other, similar problems of landscape protection and development on land connected to waterways.  

C) The demonstration of effectiveness of both the strategies and the elaborated feasibility studies, with regard to the objective positions, is looked after by carrying out a small scale demonstrative pilot project 

D) The diffusion will be able to produce the same effects on similar areas, considering the transferability of the strategies: the networking within the corporations and businesses will stimulate participation, the developmental interventions of rising levels for the application of a larger scale
MAIN ACTIVITIES:

1) Report card of impacts, in terms of the quality of life, of the applicable strategies in the participation of landscape protection and development, in context of hydraulic, environmental, and developmental requalification integrated by the sites. 

2) The drawing up of an innovative model of integrated strategies for landscape protection and development and for its economical management, on sites categorized by the land connected to waterways.  

3) The drawing up of feasibility studies applicable by the model of strategies, in the scope of diverse regions that are Partners of the project, with the drafting of a manual. 

4) The carrying out, on a small scale, of a demonstrative pilot project in Italy: portion of the area Canalbianco. 

5) Diffusion of the model of integrated strategies and of feasibility studies: 1 convention for each area, printing of 1 multilingual publication of 1000 copies with an attached CD-ROM, 1 film on a multilingual DVD of 5000 copies.  

6) Transnational Networking.

7) Work and developmental seminars. 

NOTE: The project is subdivided in 5 work packages.  Every partner, with the exclusion of PP5, will be technically responsible of a specific work package.  Every work package (WP), moreover, will be subdivided in diverse actions.  For every action in a planning cycle, one sets out: the responsible partner, the participating partners, developing activities, a respected time table and an available budget for carrying it out.  For this reason, each partner will have at one’s disposal, with sole responsibility, a share of the total project budget to spend in the actions in which he’s involved.
